luscious  (adjective) - (of food or wine) having a pleasingly rich, sweet taste

mellifluous  (adjective) - (of a voice or words) sweet or musical; pleasant to hear

mouthwatering  (adjective) - So tasty or appealing in appearance that it stimulates the appetite.

munch  (verb) - To eat something with a continuous and often audible action of the jaws

nostalgia  (noun) - A sentimental longing or wistful affection for the past, typically for a period or place with happy personal associations

nostalgic  (adjective) - To think affectionately about experiences you had in the past.
